Horses should be capable of a5 mph pace

No liniments, drugs, or wraps will be alowed

Boots may be worn for completion only

Any kind of tack iso.k.

Electrolytes, feed supplements and insect repellents are ok.

Jr. riders under age 18 need a signed parent/guardian release as well as predetermined riding adult sponsor.
They are allso required to wear ariding helmet.

TRAILS: Dirt and hilly

DIRECTIONS: From Highway 73 take 67 North to Jct. 64 Spur, go east to park. Follow MOTDRA signs
