Animals must be at least 4 years of age for the 25 mile ride 
Animals must be at least 3 years of age for the 15 mile ride. 
No liniments or drugs are allowed. 
Any kind of tack is O.K. 
Shoes are recommended. A farrier will not be on call. 
Electrolytes, feed supplements and insect repellents are O.K.

DIRECTIONS:  Perry State Park is located between Lawrence, KS and Topeka, KS on U.S. 
24 highway. Coming from Lawrence it  is  15 miles to Kansas 237 North turn off. From Topeka 
it is 8 miles on U.S. 24 East to the Kansas 237 North turn off. You will turn North and go 4 
miles to the state park entrance. Turn left at the ranger station(it being on the left or West side 
of the road) Go 
Down a short hill to a Y in the black top. Take  the left fork and go up a short steep hill. At the 
top of the hill turn Right onto a gravel road. There will be another Y Either fork will take you 
into the “Wild Horse “ park. There are limited electrical and water hookups at the north end of 
the park. 
Showers are at the bottom of the hill. 
PERRY STATE PARK  Has a daily fee of $7.00 and a overnight fee of $8.50 
There is an electrical fee  of  ????  PLEASE PAY AT THE  RANGER STATION OR  SELF PAY
